Your Toyo
View is a sophisticated system view camera,
carefully designed, crafted, and tested, and
following manipulateability and increasing
capability from previous models by using
our long experience and advanced technology
of large format camera production.

In addition the interchangeability with the
present system, the new system has been
developed to spread the camera from 4 x 5,
5 x 7 upto 8 x 10 inch formats, that is to say
models Toyo View 45GII, 57GII and 810GII.
Individual mechanisms have achieved pre-
cisely machining with selected materials in
order to operate extremely smoothness and
to increase durability. The appearance
provides an excellent finish suitable for its
highest quality. ;
The following pages will review basic opera-
tion and will explain the purpose and the use
of many of features built into the camera.
To use your camera most efficiently we
recommend that the instructions are carefully
read.
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@ TRIPOD MOUNTING BLOCK

Position the tripod mounting block with its locking knob at
the righthand side and clamp the monorail as photo. Since
hinged tripod block opens easily, if necessary replace the
position from the center to front or rear of the standard in
order to permit balanced mounting and easy manipulation.
Loosen the locking knob and rotate the camera to compensate
for unevenness of the tripod and to help bring the horizon
to the level point. (Photo 1)

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2) EXTENSION MONORAIL

To attach the extension monorail, take off the cap at either
end of the basic monorail. Attach the connecting end of the
extension monorail to the basic monorail. Turn the other end
of the extension monorail with the detached cap as the end
accommodates the other side of the cap. and then tighten
It up to secure the monorail. Mount on the cap to the end
after the said operation is achieved.

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@ CHANGING THE LENSBOARD, BELLOWS & CAMERA BACK

To remove any of them, simply push
the top slide lock up and the bottom
slide lock down, then lift off while
holding the component by one hand
to prevent from accidentally falling.
(Photo 3)

To install, position the component
into the groove of the square frame
and push the slide locks into the
locked position securely.

% Because the lensboard is square,
it can be placed on the camera in

any of four positions. This means
that the shutter speed and aper-
ture controls can be easily used
regardless of camera position.
However, the camera back 45G —
Cat. No. 8005 CB45G with a
provision for revolving — can only
be mounted in one position where
the revolving release button
locates at the top left corner of
the square frame.

Changing procedures of the bellows and camera back from the
Toyo View 810GI rear standard differ from that of the
4 x5 model.

To remove bellows, release the top slide lock and tip the bellows
slightly forward, then pull diagohally upwards. (Photo 5)

To remove camera back, shift laterally outwards and push up to
release the two locks where located at both sides upper corners
of the bellows frame, then pull the back diagonally upwards to
clear the lower catch and remove it. (Photo 6)

To install bellows and camera back, reverse the above proce-
dures.

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@ FOCUSING

Toyo G Series cameras provide the fast and micro two way
focusing device. Push the fastfocus locking lever of rear
standard forward to unlock, and slide the rear standard forward
or backward on the monorail until the subject comes into focus.
It may also be necessary to move the front standard. Relock
the fastfocus locking lever when the image appears sharp.
(Photo 8)

For critical focusing, loosen the microfocus locking lever
forward and turn the microfocusing knob. The rack and pinion
focusing allows an extremely precise control. Relock the lever
downwards to lock. (Photo 9)

X Tighten the locking levers firmly, but do not overtighten.
Excessive force is not required to hold an image in sharp.
Toyo G Series’ locking device applys a locking force
directly onto the standard in order to eliminate any
mechanical tolerance which may affect to precise focus.
Do not, therefore, attempt to focus with the lever locked.
Microfocus may be travelled because of the large dia-
metered focusing knob applys a multiplied torque onto the
small pinion and plastic rack which may damage either of
them.

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5) CAMERA MOVEMENTS

® RISE AND FALL
By means of — a traditional feature of Toyo View — rack and
pinion controlled rise and fall movements permit smooth and
accurate determination of composition. Compose the effect on
the ground glass by turning the rising knob or knobs after
loosen bothside rise locking knobs to counter-clockwise.
A slight tightening the locking knobs to apply friction is recom-
mended to prevent gravitating when a heavier adaptor or
accessory is mounted on the standard.
The reference scale calibrated in Tmm increments and showing
the axes for 5 x 7 and 8 x 10 formats is provided on the
righthand post of each standard, and reads at the top edge of
the post guide. (Photo 10)

As well as the rise and fall, the lateral shift adopts a rack and
pinion driven, thus a precise composition can be determined
smoothly.

To shift, loosen the shift locking lever to backward and turn
the control knob while observing the effect on the ground glass
image. The reference scales affixed on the backside of rear
standard and front and backsides of front standard will tell you
a displacement and an image circle limitation. Gently tightening
the locking lever is sufficient to lock. (Photo 11)

The adoption of center tilting mechanism of Toyo G Series
which less affects to disfocus permits easy tilt manipulation.
To tilt, loosen the both locking knobs to counter clockwise —
it may only turn less than one turn — then tilt manually. The
detent will be engaged at the vertical position, and an amount of
tilt can be read by a reference scale on the either side of post
guides to parallel or to converge the lens and film planes.
(Photo 12)

For 8 x 10 model, the full range of tilt +50° may only be used
with vertical composition. For horizontal composition, the
limited range of red figures between 25° up and 30° down can
be applied due to the film holder insertion opening disappears
under the rise post if beyond the red figures. (Photo 13)
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o SWING

Since providing large swiveling surfaces, the swing movement
can be achieved reliably.

To swing, loosen the swing locking lever to backward and swing
manually.

The reference scale will tell you an amount of swing, and at the
neutral the detent will be detained positively. Gently tightening
the locking lever is sufficient to lock. (Photo 14)

tilt mechanism.

To operate the base tilt, release the base tilt locking lever
towards “FREE” sign, and adjust the tilt angle of the
frame manually.

Lock the lever to secure the frame at the desired angle.
The tilt angle is indicated on the reference scale on the
right. A click stop is provided to bring the frame into its
upright neutral position.

With the revolving back of 45GI model, vertical, horizontal and
any intermediate pictures can be taken without disturBing the
focus and the optical axis, and no vignetting corners. To rotate
the back, depress the release button at the top left corner of
the back and turn the focusing frame which revolves either way
through 360°. The back will be detained automatically at the
vertical or horizontal position. To lock at inter-position, tighten
the intermediate locking lever to counter clockwise. (Photo 15)
The camera backs for 5 x 7 and 8 x 10 models do not revolve,
are horizontal and vertical two directionals only.

The camera back of Toyo View 45GI adopts the universal
back provision which can easily be removed the focusing
frame to accommodate Graflok!™ type accessories.

To remove the focusing frame, simply press inward on the
knurled edges of the both focusing frame release arms, and slide
the frame to the right — slot opening side — about 10mm and
lift off. (Photo 17)

To reattach the focusing frame, release the slide locks as far as
to the left and remove the film holder if attached. Place the
focusing frame approximately 10mm off to the right and slide it
to engage the release arms, and it will snap into place. Check
both releases engaging by pulling the focusing frame after
attached. (Photo 18)

To attach the film holder onto the universal back, I |I

compose and focus on the viewing screen and lock all
movements firmly. Then according to previous paragraph,
remove the focusing frame. Any accessory of Graflok®™ type
can now be attached and held in place by pressing the slide
locks firmly to the right. Upon accomplished photographing,
reverse the previous procedures to reattach the focusing frame.

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® VIEWING SCREEN

The ground glass screen of Toyo G Series consists of micro grain
glass reputed for brightness and visibility with chemically etched
annoying free 10mm grids. The 4 x 5 glass provides fields for
6 x 7 and 6 x 9cm formats to use a roll film holder with 4 x 5
adaptor plate, and the 8 x 10 glass provides 8 x 10 inch fields.
45GI and 57GI screens also provide a micro grooved fresnel
lens underneath the glass.

% Do not disassemble the screen nor remove the fresnel lens,
if so the focal plane will be displaced and required a com-
pensation.
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@ FOCUSING HOOD

Optional and respective foldable focusing hoods are available for
45GI and 57GI models.

To open, push the release latch upwards, and the hood will open
automatically by means of preloaded springs.

To close, depress the top panel downwards until it latches.
(Photo 23)

To allow the use of magnifying glass over the entire ground
glass area, pull the detent and spread the hood completely to
a half circle, or remove it at a 90° .position — parallel to
monorail — by pushing the hood up to disengage the lower pivot
for 4 x 5 hood, then lean back and push down to remove spring
loaded upper.

To install, place the hood at a 90° swung and insert the spring
loaded upper pivot first, then lower pivot while pushing up the
assembly. (Photo 24)

The spring loaded pivot of the 5 x 7 hood locates at the lower
where opposes to that of 4 x 5 hood. Since upside down
procedures of 4 x 5 are required to remove so that push the
hood down to disengage the upper pivot, then push up to
remove spring loaded lower.

The benefit of this extremely flexible bellows permits a some amount of
camera movement even with a shorter focal length lens which previously
required a balloon bellows, i.e., it allows a 60mm of parallel displacement
with a flange focus of 120mm by 45GI model. (Photo 25)

At the top left corner of the front and rear bellows frames
provide the double axes tubular spirit levels which permit
convenient positioning of the camera in the neutral position
and bringing the camera back and lens to the vertical position
to correct distortion. (Photo 26)

% On the left sides of the same frames provide pre-machined
holes to attach additional levels which may be installed as
an optional accessory. Consult to a competent camera
mechanic to install precisely.
