l .Open the back of the camera (T) by sliding the hinged.ou., - I
lock (l) forward and swing the back of the camera open. 4.
2. Pull out the winding knob and hold it out. #
3. Note the picture-roll cartridges (R-l) and (R-2). The "take- -

up" cartridge (R-l) is labeled "Return this cassette for devel-
oping." The supply cartridge (R-2) has no marking on it.
Separate the cartridges about two inches and place the "take-
up" cartridge (R-1) into the winding knob side of the camera. t
4. Carefully drop the "supply" cartridge (R-2) into the o
side of the camera.
5. Push the winding knob in. (Note: The knob must fit
the slotted hole in the top of the cartridge. lf it does
press the shutter release button and turn the winding knob
until it can be pushed in.)
8. Close the back by pressing it against the body of the camera
until it locks. Make sure camera is completely closed so as
not tp expose the picture-roll to light-and ruin the pictures.
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l .  Turn the winding knob ff) in the direct ion of the arrow unti l
it stbps. (Do not force knob!)
'2.Turn 

the picture counter wheel ($ unti l  the number in the
picture number window (L) is at ten ("10").

The camera is now loaded and you are ready to shoot profes'
sional-quality Fotochrome color pictures.

As you wind after shooting each picture, the number in the
picture number window (U wil l  automatical ly decrease by one,
showing the number of pictures remaining on the picture'rol l
(10-9-8, etc.). After you have taken the last picture, the picture
number window (D wil l  turn RED.
UNLOADING YOUR CAMERA:
1. Turn the winding knob (M) unti l  i t  stops, then hold the shut-
ter release button down and turn the winding knob two addi-
t ional revolut ions to insure that al l  of the exposed picture-rol l
is wound into the "take-up" cassette.

2. 0pen the camera by releasing the hinged cover lock ( l)  and
swing the back of the camera open.

3. Remove the labeled "take-up" cartridge (R-l). Return this car-
tr idge for developing. (Refer to instruct ions with picture-rol l .)

4. Remove and discard the "supply" cartr idge (R-2).

Note: Send your picture-rol l  to be developed as soon as you
have completed taking the pictures.



to take outdoor pictures
l .  For  per fect  co lor  p ic tures have the sun behind you .  .  .  your
subject should be in bright or hazy sunl ight. Good pictures can
also be taken under  poorer  l ight  condi t ions. . .  depend on your
electr ic eye as described on the next page.

2. Estimate and set the distance from the camera to the sub-
ject (never closer than 5 feet) or use the zone focusing sym.
bols .  Set  the po in ter  on focus ing r ing (F)  oppos i te  the symbol ,
for  the type of  sub ject  you are photographing.

Hold the camera either ver-
t ica l ly  or  hor izonta l ly .  When
p o s s i b l e  k e e p  y o u r  a r m s

U s e  t h e
right index f inger to squeeze
the  shu t t e r  r e l ease  bu t t on .
N0TE' To avoid camera move-
ment always squeeze slowly
rather than push.

6. Turn the winding knob in the direction of the arrow until
it stops \t/z to 2 turns). You are now ready to take your next
pictu re.



to take flash pictures
Flash pictures with your Fotochrome Color Camera are easy to
take and wil l  be very rewarding. The Fotochrome Color Camera
uses M-3 clear f  lash bulbs.
l .  Push the ref lector release button (E) to open the f lash
reflector (D).

2. Push the M-3 f lash bulb down into socket unti l  i t  locks.
3. Measure or careful ly est imate distance from camera to sub-
ject (for best results not more than 10 feet) and set the focus-
ing r ing (D. In addit ion to assuring sharp, clear pictures, this
wil l  automatical ly adjust your lens for perfect exposure.
4. Hold the camera, sight, and shoot the picture just as you
would for outdoor pictures. Then wind to be ready for the
next shot. (Note: When taking f lash pictures, electr ic eye is
disconnected-therefore disregard the l ight level indicator
circle in view f inder.)

Jo remove a used f lash bu lb  s imply  push in  f lash bu lb
ejector button (0. The bulb wil l  pop out. To close f lash, geni ly
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push ref lector down unti l  i t  locks.
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to insert new batteries
Fresh flash batteries are a must for perfect flash pictures. Weak
batteries may cause flash failures or poorly exposed pictures.
Two size AA photoflash batteries are supplied with your Foto-
chrome camera. In the event photoflash batteries are not avail'
able, regular size AA flashlight batteries may be used but should
be replaced with photoflash batteries as soon as possible.

WHEN BATTERIES NEED REPI.ACING.. .
l. Slide the battery compartment cover 0) up and remove it
from camera.
2. Remove and discard the old batteries.

3. lnsert new batteries in the direction indicated
by the diagram in the flash compartment.
4. Replace battery compartment cover.
Note: lt is advisable to remove batteries
if camera is to be stored or is not to
be used for a long period of time.



tips for dependable service
Your Fotochrome Color Camera will. give you years of reliable
service and roll after roll of beautiful color pictures with a
minimum of care.
JUST FOLLOW THESE SIMPLE RULES:
l. Always use the neck strap.
2. Keep the lens cap on when your camera is not in use.
3. Never force any of the camera controls.
4. Keep fingers away from lens, electric eye, view finder and
mirror. f ihe mirror is visible when camera back is open.)
The glass surfaces may be cleaned with a camel's hair brush
or soft, lint-free cloth. Do not attempt to clean the inside,
surface of the lens.
For service information refer to Fotochrome guarantee card.
